epidemic.” It's there, it's real, and it’s been around longer than covid-19. Many people just don’t
have real friendships. Sure, we may have 1000 Facebook “friends,” but how many of them are we
really close to?

The answer may be depressing. Jesus Christ offers us a better way. When the blind men of
today’s Gospel follow Him into the house — apparently uninvited! — He makes them welcome
and heals them. Likewise, St. Paul says, “Welcome one another, therefore, as Christ has
welcomed you, for the glory of God.” This could mean welcoming someone into our home, or
befriending a visitor to our church, or visiting a shut-in, and many other things. Hospitality is a real
Christian virtue and a strong cure for loneliness. How can we practice it this week?
