Holy Week Services: At the Parish Advisory Council meeting on Thursday, March 18 several
aspects of Holy Week services were discussed. Please note the following:

Paschal Services: If you attend either Resurrection Matins with Divine Liturgy [Saturday evening,
April 3] or Paschal Divine Liturgy [Sunday April 4] it is not necessary that you attend the other. This
year, to help maintain proper distance in church, please attend either one or the other [not both].

Blessing of Baskets: There will be Blessing of Easter Baskets following both Resurrection Matins
with Divine Liturgy [on Saturday]; and the Divine Liturgy [on Sunday]. Please note that baskets will
be blessed in the church following both services. More information about this next Sunday.

Fifth Sunday of the Great Fast: This Sunday we honor our Holy Mother St. Mary of Egypt,
that great model of repentance. As we are nearing the end of the Great Fast, let us be inspired by
her repentance, she who, as we hear in the Troparion, was restored to the likeness of God, after
she carried her cross and followed Christ.
