This Week: Today is called “Meatfare Sunday” and is also associated with the Great and
Final Judgment. The Gospel from Matthew 25:31-46 describes this in a way that is
eloquent in rendering the magnificence of God’s glory. It is a glory and majesty that is at
the present time hidden, obscured from our vision At the end of time, the appearance of
the “Son of Man” in his glory and all the angels with him, makes this reality clear and
present in our awareness. It summons us to an awareness and recognition of our being
accountable before God’s presence and the Gospel which he has revealed.

This week is called Cheesefare Week” and is understood as part of the Great Fast, a
preparation period in which we enter gradually into the spirit and observance of the Great
Fast.

Prayer Partners: The Great Fast is a time of prayer both as part of the daily disciplines of
this season, as well as the Liturgical services during the week and on Sunday.
